the same way to one family who has lost eve-

rything as it responds to hundreds of families 

in more publicized disasters.ó  March 13 is 

CPR Saturday at multiple locations in the up-

state and folks can attend these training ses-

sions for $10. 

 

March 22 is also World Water Day so pro-

claimed by the United Nations General Assem-

bly on December 22, 1992.  It is a day meant 

to address the worldõs water resources and 

the need for all to have clean drinking water.
